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1.      MEETING OF THE PRESIDENCY COUNCIL OF AIDA - BRIEF REVIEW (Berlín, mayo 25/05) 

The first institutional meeting of the Presidency Council of the Association took place in Berlin with the participation of several members, thanks to the special invitation done by the President of the German Section of AIDA, Professor U. Hubner.

Different academic and institutional topics were analyzed in this meeting, and the most important one was related with the organization of the next World Congress of AIDA -which is going to take place in the city of Buenos Aires during the month of October-, and deciding which were the topics to be discussed in this Congress (Terrorism, insurance and reinsurance, and the influence of scientific and technological progress in people’s insurance).

Other topics were also analyzed: operation of the different International Groups of Works of AIDA; structural and functional analysis of the different National Sections of the Association, towards Liber Amicorum as a tribute to Professor Antigono Donati; the electronic library; the compilation of international legislation related with insurance contract; 45th anniversary of AIDA; report of the President of CILA-AIDA; AIDA-MAIL and AIDA-FLASH; update of AIDA’s website; scientific cooperation agreements performed between AIDA and the Catholic University of Lovaina (Belgium), the Study Foundation of MAPFRE (Spain) and more recently with Insurance  Law programs (postgraduate programs) of Javeriana University (Colombia).

In conclusion, in the above mentioned meeting we had the opportunity to analyze an important number of topics related with academic and institutional aspects of the Association.

The next meeting of the Presidency Council of AIDA will be the IX Iberolatinoamerican CILA Congress of Insurance Law, which is going to take place in Cancún (Mexico) next November.

We also decided that the first meeting of the Council for the year 2006 will take place in Rome (Italy), probably at the end of May. We will let you know once the exact date is determined.

2.      45th ANIVERSARY OF AIDA

This year AIDA has 45 years of institutional and scientific existence. With this celebration AIDA reaffirms its importance in the international scenario and encourages the National Sections to study and publicize topics related with Insurance Law.

We invite the different National Sections to organize academic and scientific activities on occasion of the 45th Anniversary; the Sections of Germany, Colombia and Greece had already done it, and the Sections of Brazil, Spain and Mexico are about to do it in the months of September, October and November, respectively.

In accordance to the scientific cooperation agreement performed with AIDA, the Catholic University of Lovaina is really interested in organizing a scientific activity with the International Association, in order to study the harmonization of the insurance contract in an International level. More details about this activity will be announced further.

3.      SCIENTIFIC INVESTIGATION PRIZE PROMOTED BY AIDA

In order to obtain a significant amount of contestants from the different National Sections, we want to remind the existence of AIDA’s Scientific Investigation Prize and its importance for the Association.

It is the first time that AIDA organizes a prize in order to encourage scientific investigation in Insurance Law around the world. Your cooperation is important, that is why we request to divulgate all the information related with scientific investigation prize to everyone you can. We would also appreciate if you could divulgate this information to Universities; teachers; specialists in the insurance field; authorities in charge of the control and vigilance of the insurance activity; and to everybody that could be interested.

We already gave out pamphlets related to the prize, but you can find more information in this communication that may also be divulgated by you. In case that you are interested of receiving the pamphlets, please let us know the soon as possible in order to send them by the fastest mean (acoldese@cable.net.co; cijaramillo@cable.net.co).

It is important to remind that the investigations can be done in any of the official languages of AIDA in accordance to the basis given opportunely; deadline is until March 30th, 2006.

Finally, is proper to inform that the basis for AIDA’s Investigation Prize can be consulted in the Association web page (www.aida.org.uk) and in the Colombian Association of Law Insurance –ACOLDESE- web page (www.acoldeseaida.org), among others.

BASIS

The work must be original and unedited, regarding any subject within the fields of Insurance and/or Reinsurance Law.

The author or authors must sign their work with a pseudonym.  They must also include their name, nationality, address, e-mail address, phone and fax numbers in a sealed envelope, which must have the corresponding pseudonym and title of the work on its outside.

Three printed copies of the work, in any one of AIDA’s official languages (German, Spanish, French, English, or Italian), must be sent so as to be physically received at AIDA’s General Secretariat by 30th March 2006 at the following address:

The work should also be electronically sent to AIDA’s General Secretariat (ccroly@blg.co.uk, mmendelowitz@blg.co.uk) and simultaneously copied to AIDA’s President (cijaramillo@cable.net.co, acoldese@cable.net.co).  In order to preserve competitors’ anonymity, the General Secretariat and President undertake to remove, so far as reasonably possible, any information which might reveal the authors’ true identities when forwarding electronic copies of the works to the juries designated below.

Any works received after said date will not participate in this Prize.

All participants in this competition accept its terms and conditions and expressly waive and/or renounce the right to bring any judicial and/or non-judicial action or proceeding in connection with such terms and conditions.  The breach of any of these terms and conditions will result in immediate disqualification from eligibility for the prize for the author or authors that do not comply with them.  

This prize’s terms and conditions will be internationally promoted, as well as included on AIDA’s website and on other institutional diffusion channels.

Any issue that is not contemplated in these terms and conditions will be considered and decided by AIDA’s Executive Committee (the President, Vice Presidents and General Secretariat), whose members may not participate in this competition.

2.      PRIZE

The prize consists of 10,000 EUROS and a commemorative badge.  Said sum will be distributed as follows:

-          8,000 EUROS for the first prize.

-          2,000 EUROS for the second prize.

AIDA will determine if the winning work will be internationally published.  The author or authors grant copyright to AIDA over the works submitted for this prize.  AIDA may make as many translations and editions as it deems convenient (in conventional or electronic formats), and will give the author(s), at no cost, 25 copies if the work is published.  

All benefits arising out of the publication of the works’ first edition(s) will be AIDA’s exclusive property.  The author(s) will however be free to publish future editions.

If the second prize is not awarded, the first prize will be 10,000 EUROS.

3.      PARTICIPANTS 

Persons interested in the international study of insurance and reinsurance may individually or jointly participate in this prize.

4.      LANGUAGES AND EXTENT

The works must be produced in any one of AIDA’s official languages (German, Spanish, French, English, or Italian), with a minimum extent of 200 conventional (A4 or letter-size) pages, single spaced, including a table of contents, as well as a subject and author index.

5.      QUALIFYING JURY

The qualifying jury will be drawn from renowned Common and Civil Law scholars, previously appointed by the Association’s Presidential Council, who will designate highly qualified persons with appropriate linguistic skills.  The juries will be composed as follows:

a.   The designation of five preliminary juries, one for each language in which the works may be presented, so that they select the best work submitted for their consideration.  The juries may decide that none of the works submitted in their language deserves the award.

b.   The designation of a final jury, which will be in charge of selecting the best or two top works according to the recommendations issued by the pre-selection juries (preliminary juries).

The final jury will issue its decision before AIDA’s XII World Insurance Law Congress (Buenos Aires, 2006), where it will be made public.

The final jury may also declare that none of the submitted works deserve to be awarded the prize.  If this happens, the AIDA Presidential Council may re-run this competition for a new prize if they believe it appropriate. 

The juries’ decisions may not be appealed.

The final jury may, by majority, grant special distinctions to timely submitted works even if they do not win the prize.

We appreciate a special cooperation from your National Section, since we want to give the prize during the World Congress that is going to take place on November of 2006.

4.      LIBER AMICORUM AS A TRIBUTE TO PROFESSOR ANTIGONO DONATI

We remind to the National Sections that have not sent yet the research or the article related with the progress during the last 10 years of insurance law in their country, to send it as soon as possible; the Italian Section of AIDA, specially its President, Professor Agostino Gambino, in associate with the directors of the Association, is very interested in ending this important academic project by rendering a tribute to the founder of AIDA, Professor Antigono Donati (R.I.P), who was one of the most important exponents of Insurance Law in the world. 

For that reason, each Nation member of AIDA will be able to contribute with Insurance Law doctrine, by preparing a study related with the development of Insurance Law in each country, in order to publish an important and valuable work of comparative law.

Generali Insurance Company offered to cooperate with the edition of this work, for this reason, we recommend the Nations that have not sent their articles yet, to do it so at soon as possible in order to begin with the edition process.

This questionnaire is important because it may determine the strength and needs of the National Sections, and, on that basis, the Presidency Council will make significant decisions in order to cooperate with them.

That is why we kindly recommend to the Presidents of the National Sections to attend the above mentioned request. The success of this kind of initiatives depends on your cooperation.

6.   SCIENTIFIC COOPERATION AGREEMENT BETWEEN AIDA AND INSURANCE LAW PROGRAMS OF JAVERIANA UNIVERSITY

REGULATION OF THE PAPERS AND SESSIONS

I. Preparation and delivery of the papers

1.  In the IX Congress CILA, six subjects according to the authorized official Agenda will be exposed.

2.   For each subject there will be a Secretary Section and a Co-secretary Section. Additionally, individual Papers of the assistants who wish to participate will be allowed. All the previous matters are regulated in the following paragraphs. 

The Secretary Sections and Co-secretary Sections will have to name and send to the Academic Coordination of the Organizing Committee of the Congress (please consult Web Page), until April 30 2005, the name or the names of the Speakers that will make the expositions of the corresponding subjects. The individual Speakers may notify to the Academic Coordination their intention of participating, with the single limitation of sending their Paper in accordance to the demanded requirements that will be mentioned in the following paragraphs, in order to publish them in the Memories of the Congress. The deadline to send these Papers is until April 30, 2005.

3.  Co-secretary Sections have to make an arrangement with de Secretary Sections in order to send by email their respective works before June 30, 2005. In such way, the idea is that, Secretary Sections and Co-secretary Sections, will be sending their final works to the Academic Coordinator of the Organizing Committee of the IX Congress CILA before July 31, 2005 (ruizqui href="javascript:main.compose('new','t=jaltamirano@fianzasmonterrey.com.mx')">jaltamirano@fianzasmonterrey.com.mx).

4.  The Papers have to be sent in a magnetic file using "Word Microsoft" program, with font Arial, size 12, interlinear space 1.5, a maximum of 45 pages and the intervention most last approximately 45 minutes (minimum recommended: 40 minutes; obligatory maximum: 50 minutes) for each Secretary Section; and, for the Co-secretary Sections, a maximum of 15 pages is required and the intervention most last approximately 15 minutes (minimum recommended: 10 minutes; obligatory maximum of 20 minutes).

5.  Also, the Secretary Sections and the Co-secretary Sections have to register the name(s) of the expositor(s), date and name of the topic and a summary of the Curriculum vitae of the expositors (maximum 6 or 7 antecedents), and their authorization in order to publish their papers in the Memories of the Congress and in a Compact Disc that will be given to everyone. This information has to be delivered until July 31st, 2005.

6.  Anyone who assists to the Congress can participate with an Individual Paper, which can be delivered by email to the Academic Coordination of the Organizing Committee. The number maximum of pages is ten, and one additional page for the summary of the Paper. This summary will be summarized by the moderator of the Sections for its reading, in the form indicated in point 7 section III of this Regulation.

These Individual Papers also have to be in a magnetic file using "Word Microsoft" program, with font Arial, size 12, interlinear space 1.5., and have to be delivered to the Academic Coordinator of the Organizing Committee until July 31st, 2005. These papers may be published in the Memories of the Congress.

II. General aspects of the Sessions

The exposition of the Papers from the Secretary and Co-secretary Sections, the reading of the summary of the Individual Papers, and the Debate and questions phase will take place during the Plenary Sessions, which will last a total of two hours and a half, taking into account the following:

1. In each session a Secretary Section, represented by an assistant country, will develop their Papers in accordance to the related topic. A Co-secretary Section, represented by other assistant country, will expose their Paper related to the topic exposed by the Secretary Section.

2. The Organizing Committee of the Congress will provide technological support to the expositors who require it, for which we recommend that, when the expositors deliver their works to the Mexican Section (in accordance with the requirements mentioned in section I of this Regulation), please inform which are the required technological supports needed for the exposition. 

III. Development of presentations

1. As said above, each session will last two hours and a half, and it will consist of three consecutive phases. Each session will be directed by a moderator, who is in charge of preparing a brief presentation of each expositor and granting the opportunity to the assistants to speak in accordance to this regulation.

2. The first 45 (maximum 50) minutes will correspond to the presentation of the Secretary Section. After that period of time, the moderator will give the opportunity to speak at the Co-secretary Section, so it will be able of doing the presentation which must last 15 minutes (maximum 20).

3. If necessary, two minutes before the time is over, the moderator will inform to the expositor, in a very respectful way, that the time is about to run up. In this situation the expositor has to finish his/her intervention.  

4. Once the presentations of both sections are over, the moderator will give a recess of ten minutes.

5. After the recess, the Secretary Section will have ten minutes to make final comments about the topic of the Section, trying to retake aspects raised by the Co-secretary Section.

6. Immediately, the moderator will read a brief summary prepared by himself, based on the summaries presented for each Individual Paper.

IV. Questions and answers phase

Afterwards, the moderator will grant the opportunity for questions and answers, with a maximum of time of 40 minutes, in which the audience may participate by formulating questions related to the conference.

For the development of this phase, the audience will use the formats delivered during the session. The ones interested in formulating questions will fill the formats, raise their hand, and give them to the support personnel in charge of taking the formats to the moderator.

The moderator will address each question to the corresponding expositor.

The answer must be brief in order to be able of answering other questions.

Once the question is answered, the moderator may ask to the member(s) of the other(s) Section if they wish to add any comment to the answer. This opportunity will be discretionary from the moderator in accordance to the question and the time left.

Finally, 5 minutes before the end of the Session, the moderator will announce that the Session is over, thanking the participants for their contributions and, if necessary, announcing aspects related with the development and the logistic of the Congress.
