COMMUNICATION No. 11

ADDRESSED TO THE PRESIDENTS OF THE AIDA NATIONAL CHAPTERS
Dear Presidents of the National Chapters:

I address you hoping that you and the colleagues that make up your National Section are well.

Now, I should like to make the following comments with respect to AIDA:

1. I am pleased to remind you that the next Presidential Council meeting will be hosted in London on 19th May.  On this opportunity, several different aspects related to the Association will be treated, especially those related to the Work Plan.

Once the meeting is over, we will inform you of the adopted decisions.

 2. For its importance, I should like to highlight the topic related to the International Working Parties, which are fundamental for the Association’s academic wellbeing.  In effect, the Presidential Council is very interested in adopting minimum functioning rules in order to have homogeneous working standards and to promote the National Sections’ participation.

For this purpose, a document prepared by Dr. Eduardo Mangialardi, AIDA Vice-president and CILA President, will be studied since he was appointed as General Coordinator for the Working Parties in Brussels.

At this meeting, we also plan to define the second central theme for the XII World Insurance Law Congress that will be held in Buenos Aires (2006) 

3. AIDA’s British Section, BILA, has organized an Insurance Law Colloquium to commemorate its 40th Anniversary, which will take place on 20-21 May. Considering it is of your interest, we attach a copy of the program and some additional information related to this important academic activity. 

4. Another issue that will be dealt with in London is that related to International Insurance Legislation (the insurance contract), which is also an important project that is being stimulated by the Association.  Thus, please be advised that the following National Sections have answered our request: Argentina, Brazil, Costa Rica (they sent a book by courier), Chile, Spain, Guatemala, Mexico, Paraguay and France.

Our idea is to consolidate a database of Legislation so we would be grateful to receive your contribution as soon as possible in order to report to the Presidential Council on the developments of this project

5. We will separately send you a questionnaire related to “Structural and Functional Diagnosis” of AIDA’s National Sections.

6. As you are aware, one of AIDA’s most important projects is that related to the tribute in Prof. Donati’s memory. For this purpose, a ‘liber amicorum’ will be edited; this project is being lead by AIDA’s Italian Section.  This Section’s directors have sent a communication to all National Sections requesting their cooperation for this significant task.

However, according to a report prepared by the Italian Section, Prof. Agostino Gambino, only the following Chapters have claimed their interest in participating: Brazil, Paraguay, Lebanon, Israel, Greece, Russia, Slovenia, Belgium, Netherlands. Consequently, we kindly invite you to actively cooperate in this initiative, for which purpose you can contact Prof. Gambino (roma@studiogambino.it).

Please let us know if you have any suggestions for topics to be discussed at the Presidential Council meeting.  We thank you in advance for your cooperation.
