Prof. Dr. Robert Koch LL.M. (McGill), born 1965, studied jurisprudence at the University of Göttingen. From 1991 to 1992 he was a lecturer at the University of Göttingen where he completed his law doctorate with a thesis on the Impact of European Union Law on National Procedural Law. During his articles (the German Referendariat) he was assigned to Schön Nolte Finkelnburg & Clemm, Hamburg, and to the New York office of Fulbright & Jaworski. Robert Koch qualified as a German lawyer in 1995 and started his career in the Hamburg law office of Graf von Westphalen Fritze & Modest in the same year. From 1996 to 1997 he studied at McGill University, Montreal, with a focus on international and maritime law and completed his master thesis on the Fundamental Breach under the CISG. From 1997 to 1998 he was a visiting lecturer at the Ural State Law Academy, Yekaterinburg (Russia). From 1998 to 2001 he joined the Cologne office of Graf von Westphalen Fritze & Modest, a position he gave up when he became appointed as Professor of International Trade Law at Nürtingen University in 2001. Since 2006 he is the chair of the Institute of Insurance Law at the University of Hamburg.
Focus of Research:  The special areas of research of Robert Koch are insurance law, banking law and international trade law including arbitration law. In insurance law he is a specialist in the area of liability insurance with a focus on D&O and Product Liability insurance. He is the author of several books and numerous articles in German and English on these topics. He is co-editor of the leading German commentary on Insurance Law (Bruck/Möller, volumes IV-). 
Activities: Robert Koch is the chairman of the Hamburg Association of Insurance Law, Hamburg’s regional director of the German-American Lawyers' Association, member of the board of directors of the German Canadian Lawyers’ Association, vice-chairman of the Institute of Insurance Law Alumni Association, a member of the German Maritime Law Association and of the German Institution of Arbitration (DIS). He is nominated as arbitrator in ICC cases and DIS cases. Robert Koch is regularly invited to speak on topics of insurance law and international trade law on seminars both in Germany and abroad. He has been invited since 1999 as arbitrator at the Willem C. Vis Moot Court Competition on International Sales Law and International Arbitration.
